His career as a Social Worker has been solely concentrated at Carmelite Home for Boys, a
residential treatment center for delinquent boys age 12 -17, since January 1975. He contin-
ues to serve those challenging and broken children in a therapeutic and formative way. He
is the supervisor of Social Services, serves as the Intake Coordinator and is a therapist for
families and children. The Carmelite Sisters own, manage, and inspire the care of this work.

Mike is married 34 years to Mary, a fulltime RN who works at Aurora West Allis Medical Cen-
ter, a partner in pursuing the life of deacon with him. Together they have four children

The possibilities of growing in faith are endless when we share our lives in faith with
others and grow close to them. We are surprised by what other parish members have to
offer us with their life experiences and the fact that these same parishioners express how
much our insights help them grow in their understanding of life.
